West of England Billiards & Snooker Foundation ("WEBSF") 
Terms and Conditions of Use

1. Purpose

This document and the attachments referred to below constitute a legally binding agreement between you and the West of England Billiards & Snooker Foundation ("WEBSF", "we" or "us"). 

These Terms and Conditions set out your rights and obligations and those of WEBSF in relation to your access to and use of the internet site operated by us with the domain name "www.websf.co.uk" (the "Site" which expression shall include all emails (including Updates by Email as defined below) or other communications sent to you via the Site or from or on behalf of WEBSF) and all information, products, software, services, features and materials contained on or offered in conjunction with the Site.

By accessing the Site you accept without limitation or qualification all of these Terms and Conditions and any subsequent amendments or variations as we, in our sole discretion, may make from time to time.

2. Variation

We may, at our discretion, vary or amend to these Terms and Conditions and any document (including but not limited to the Privacy Policy) which is stated to form part of these Terms and Conditions. All such amendments or variations will be effective as soon as they are posted on the Site or notified to you. The amendment or variation shall apply to your use of the Site and to any services offered to you upon such posting or notification so you must check these Terms and Conditions every time you visit the Site.

3. The Site

3.1 Users

There is currently one category of user whose rights and obligations in respect of the Site are set out below. We reserve the right to introduce other classes of users of the Site, granting privileges to certain classes of users that are not necessarily available to all users.
Anyone who accesses the Site is a visitor (a "Visitor"). Visitors are free to access information about the Site. As a Visitor, you will be able to access material on most areas of the Site.

3.2 System Integrity

You undertake to us that you will not use and that you will not permit the use of any device, software or programming routine that interferes or attempts to interfere with the working and functionality of the Site. You undertake not to take or permit the taking of any action that (in our sole discretion) imposes an unreasonable or disproportionately large load on the infrastructure.

You agree that you will not use any robot, spider, other automotive device or manual process to monitor or copy our web pages or the content contained on the Site without our prior written consent. 

4. Use of the Site

4.1 Content

Any arrangements made between you and any third party named on this Site are at your sole risk and responsibility.

We, in our sole discretion, may add, delete or change some or the entire Site at any time. The content contained in the Site is presented for informative purposes only. 4.2 Proprietary information

(4) be obscene, indecent, or contain pornography;

(6) advertise of offer to sell any goods or services for any commercial purpose without our express written consent;

(7) falsify or delete any author attributions, legal or other proper notices or proprietary designations or labels of the origin or source of software or other material contained in a file that is uploaded to the Site.

You agree and acknowledge that we are not, and do not hold ourselves out as, a publisher with respect to Postings. Accordingly we make no representation or warranty that we will read or screen Postings for content or compliance with these Terms and Conditions or otherwise exercise any form of editorial control over the same. 6. Links to third party sites 

Third parties or we may provide links to other web sites or resources. These links are provided solely as a convenience to you and are not an endorsement by us of the contents of such third party web sites. We have no control over such sites and resources and you acknowledge and agree that we are not responsible for the availability of such external sites or resources and do not endorse and are not responsible or liable for any content, advertising, product, services or other materials on or available from such sites or resources.

You further acknowledge and agree that we shall not be responsible or liable directly or indirectly, for any damage or loss caused or alleged to be caused by or in connection with use of or reliance of any such content, goods or services on or available through any such site or resource. 8. General 

8.1 Termination of these Terms and Conditions 

We reserve the right to suspend or terminate your account, which is or appears to us to be in breach of any of the provisions of these Terms and Conditions, including the provision of false registration details or other misuse of the services offered through this Site. If you hold such a suspended or terminated account you may not re-register for the Site without our prior consent. We may pursue any other remedy legally available to us if you fail to comply with any of your obligations contained in these Terms and Conditions.

If any proceeding is brought by or against you under the bankruptcy or insolvency laws of any jurisdiction, we shall be entitled to terminate these Terms and Conditions forthwith.

8.2 Indemnity

We make no warranty that:

(1) the service will meet your requirements;

8.4 Limitation of Liability 

You expressly understand and agree that we shall not be liable for any direct (other than for death or personal injury arising directly from use of the Site), indirect incidental, special, consequential or exemplary damages including but not limited to in relation to all types of damages, loss of profits, goodwill, use, data or intangible losses (even if we have been advised of the possibility of such damages) resulting from:

In no event will our liability arising out of or in respect of these Terms and Conditions exceed £500 except in relation to death or personal injury.

Some jurisdictions do not allow the exclusion of certain warranties with a limitation or exclusion of liability for incidental or consequential damages. Accordingly some of the above limitations of this section 8.4 may not apply to you.

8.5 No Association 

No agency, partnership, joint venture, employee-employer or franchiser-franchisee relationship between WEBSF and you is intended or created by these Terms and Conditions.

8.6 No Assignment 

You may not assign your rights or delegate (or sub-contract) your duties under these Terms and Conditions.

8.7 Suspension or Discontinuance of Service 

Without prejudice to Clause 8.1 WEBSF may suspend or discontinue the Site or your access to the Site with or without cause and with or without notice. 

8.8 Force Majeure 

WEBSF shall not be liable for any failure to perform its obligations under these Terms and Conditions if such failure results from any act of God or other cause beyond its reasonable control (including without limitation, any mechanical, electronic or communications failure) 

8.9 Entire Agreement 

These Terms and Conditions (as amended from time to time) comprises the entire agreement between you and WEBSF in relation to your use of the Site and governs the use of the Site and any services provided to you in connection with the Site. Without prejudice and subject to Clause 3.1 it replaces and voids any prior agreement between you and WEBSF, whether written or verbal, in relation to the Site or any services provided to you in relation to the Site. You may also be subject to additional terms and conditions when you use affiliate or other third-party content or third-party software.

We make no claims that the Site is appropriate for any particular purpose or audience, or that it may be downloaded outside of the United Kingdom. Access to the Site or use of the Site may not be legal by certain persons in certain countries.

8.10 Severability 

Each provision of these Terms and Conditions excluding or limiting liability shall be construed separately, applying and surviving even if for any reason one or other of those provisions is held to be inapplicable or unenforceable in any circumstances. 

8.11 No waiver 

No waiver by us shall be construed as a waiver of any proceeding or succeeding breach of any provision.

8.12 English law 

All legal issues arising from or related to the use of the Site or any services provided in relation to the Site shall be construed in accordance with and determined by the laws of England and you hereby agree to submit to the exclusive jurisdiction of the English Courts.
